* A season after winning its third Big South
championship in a four year span, Long-
wood looks to three-peat as the confer-
ence regular season and tournament
championsin 2017.

* Longwood has assembled yet another
difficult slate for the 2017 season. The
Lancers will play 21 games against teams
that finished last season among the top-
100 of the RPI rankings and 10 games
against teams that advanced to the 2016
NCAA Regionals. Longwood’s out-of-con-
ference opponents amassed more than
600 wins a season ago and combined for
a.579 win percentage.

* For the second straight season, Long-
wood was tabbed to win the Big South.
Despite capturing three Big South Cham-
pionships in its four previous seasons,
the Lancers have only been tabbed to win
the conference on one occasion.

* Senior southpaw Elizabeth McCarthy
earned back-to-back Big South Pitcher
of the Year honors. McCarthy, along with
sophomore sensation Sydney Gay, lead
a Longwood pitching staff that ranked
among the top-25 in the NCAA a season
ago with a 2.29-team ERA.

* Longwood returns seven players that
have earned Big South accolades
throughout their career, including Justi-
na Augustine, Karleigh Donovan, Sydney
Gay, Krista Kelly, Elizabeth McCarthy,
Kelsey Sweeney and Glenn Walters.

* Longwood softball head coach Kathy
Riley enters her 20th season leading the
program. Longwood’s all-time winningest
coach, Riley has amassed more than
600 wins at Longwood and picked up her
700th career victory earlier this season
at the UNCG Invitational.

* Senior Elizabeth McCarthy was named
one of 30 candidates across the NCAA in
Division | collegiate softball for the 2017
Senior CLASS Award, one of the most
prestigious awards across collegiate ath-
letics.

* In her 23 seasons of coaching, Kathy Ri-
ley has posted 21 consecutive seasons
above the .500 mark. Her only two sea-
sons below .500 were Riley’s first two
seasons at Mount Olive.

* Longwood softball signed six standout
student-athletes in the early signing peri-
od, including Sydney Backstrom, Danielle
Calloway, Mallory Odell, Leah Powell, Tay-
lor Robinson and Arleigh Wood.

In addition, during her time on SAAC, Mc-
Carthy organized Longwood’s efforts for
Clothes/Coats/Shoes for Homeless Vet-
erans.

RILEY COLLECTS WIN NO. 700
Longwood head coach Kathy Riley
picked-up her 700th career coaching vic-
tory in Longwood’s 4-3 win over George
Washington. Including her four seasons
at Mount Olive prior to her arrival at Long-
wood, a Riley-coached team has not fin-
ished below the .500 mark since her first
two seasons with the Trojans.

Riley captured her 600th victory at Long-
wood during the 2016 season, as the
Lancers picked up a doubleheader sweep
over Virginia Tech at Lancer Field.

In her 20th season as the head coach of
the Lancers, Riley owns 623 victories. In
her previous 19 seasons at Longwood, she
has never posted a record below the .500
mark while winning 30-plus games in 12 of
her 19 previous seasons to go along with a
trio of 40-win campaigns.

Riley has guided the Lancers to unparal-
leled success since joining the Division
| ranks in 2008. In those seven full sea-
sons, Longwood has captured the 2013,
2015 and 2016 Big South Championships,
as well as the 2015 and 2016 Big South
Regular Season Championship last sea-
son. The 2015 and 2016 Big South Coach
of the Year, Riley guided the Lancers to the
school’s first NCAA Regional Champion-
ship game last season against JMU.

KELLY’S VERSATILITY

Longwood’s opening day shortstop
Krista Kelly has become a versatile player
for head coach Kathy Riley. While starting
54 of 57 games last season, Kelly start-
ed at four different positions in the field.
In addition, the Maryland product also
served as the DP in one game.

Shortstop is the sixth different
position that Kelly has seen playing time
throughout her career. She played three
games at the position at the season-open-
ing Carolina Classic, before moving to
center field in the tournament finale.

Kelly learned the catching position
throughout the fall 2015 and opened the
2016 season as Longwood’s starting
catcher. However, due to team needs, she
moved to second base where she played
nine contests.

The junior received her first career start
in the outfield in Longwood’s 2-1 win over
Northwestern State in the 2016 Bulldog
Slamboree. It marked her first career start
in the outfield across any level of competi-
tion in which she has played.

The Rockville, Md., product was named
Honorable Mention All-Big South in the
outfield despite the lack of experience at
the position.

In addition, Kelly made nine starts during
her rookie campaign at the hot corner at
third base.

Together, McCarthy and Gay form the top
pitching tandem in the Big South and one
of the top duos in the nation. McCarthy
has earned numerous accolades through-
out her illustrious career, including being
named two-time Big South Pitcher of the
Year. McCarthy looks to cement her sta-
tus as a Longwood great in 2017, as she
is primed to break the school’s strikeout
record and is set to finish second in ca-
reer wins. In addition, the Dunnsville, Va.,
product enters the season looking to finish
among the top 10 all-time in Big South his-
tory in career punchouts.

Meanwhile, Sydney Gay is coming off a
fantastic freshman season where she
was second-team All-Big South and
posted the conference’s only sub-2.00
ERA. The 2016 Big South Tournament
MVP, Gay was among the top 10 among
freshmen in the NCAA with her ERA and
her 20 wins a season ago ranks fifth all-
time on Longwood’s single season wins
chart.

Longwood softhall head coach Kathy Riley is set to begin her
20th season at the helm of the Lancer softhall program in the 2016-
17 season. Throughout her storied career, Riley has posted an over-
all coaching record of 704-419-1 while notching a 625-352-1 since
taking over the Lancer softball program prior to the 1998 season,
including a record of .500 or better in each of her 19 seasons.

Riley has thrust Longwood onto the national stage through the
success of her softball program, taking the Lancers to three NCAA
Regionals in 2013, 2015 and 2016 and winning the Big South Cham-
pionship in all three of those seasons. Longwood has never posted
a record below the .500 mark under Riley and reached 20 wins 18
times, 30 wins 11times and 40 wins three times, including last year’s
40-20 record that advanced to the program’s first NCAA Regional
Championship game.

Since Longwood has joined the Big South in 2012-13, Riley has
coached two NFCA All-Americans, Megan Baltzell and Brooke Short,
and has seen four players named to the NFCA All-Southeast Region
team. In addition, Short (2013) and Baltzell (2015) have each been
named Big South Female Athlete of the Year during Riley’s tenure.

With every NCAA Tournament berth, Riley’s teams have ventured
closer to an NCAA Super Regional. In the program’s historic first vis-
it to an NCAA Regional in 2013, the Lancers suffered back-to-back
losses for a quick exit from the Knoxville Regional. Longwood’s next
trip, which was a return to Knoxville in 2015, featured another his-
toric first when the Lancers upset Commonwealth rival Virginia Tech
for the school’s first-ever Division | NCAA Tournament win. One year
later, the Lancers earned victories against ACC foe North Carolina
and Princeton at the Harrisonburg Regional on the same day to ad-
vance to the NCAA Regional Championship series against national-
ly-ranked James Madison.

Riley has won back-to-back Big South Coach of the Year awards,
earning the honor in 2015 and 2016 during seasons in which the
Lancers won both the Big South regular season and tournament
championships in dominant fashion. Those two honors of two of four
Coach of the Year honors for Riley, as she was named 1997 CVAC
Coach of the Year while at Mount Olive and 2002 CVAC Coach of the
Year at Longwood.

Last year, the Lancers reeled in a shower of awards, including
Elizabeth McCarthy earning her second-straight Big South Pitcher
of Year honor and Sydney Gay being named the Big South Tourna-
ment MVP after pitching five consecutive games and not allowing a
singlerunin 24.2 innings. Thanks to the pair of pitchers, Longwood’s
ERA ranked in the NCAA’s top-20 by the end of the season.

Under Riley’s watch, Baltzell went from a little-known recruit to
becoming the greatest player to don a Longwood uniform from the
2012-15 seasons. During Baltzell’s time at Longwood, Riley coached
her to 11 school records, four conference records -- despite being
eligible in just her final three seasons that Longwood was a member
of the league. In addition, Baltzell ended her Lancer career inside the
top-10 in NCAA history in career home runs with 76, while ranking
inside the top-three nationally in two of her four years.

Posting a 34-25 overall record, Riley’s team enjoyed a histor-
ic 2015 season that saw the squad accomplish a number of firsts,
including Riley earning her first Big South Coach of the Year honor.
Behind a 20-4 regular season conference record, Longwood cap-
tured the school’s first Big South Regular Season Title. The Lancers
became the conference’s second program to capture Coach of Year,

Player of the Year (Megan Baltzell) and Pitcher of the Year (Elizabeth
McCarthy) in the same season. The Lancers went on to capture the
program’s second Big South Championship in a three-year span and
entered the NCAA Tournament as one of the nation’s hottest teams
with a 14-game winning streak. Earning a bid into the Knoxville Re-
gional, Longwood captured the school’s first win in the NCAA Tour-
nament on May 16, 2015, as the squad defeated Virginia Tech in eight
innings.

Riley’s squad posted the second of back-to-back seasons of 40+
wins in the spring of 2014, as Longwood notched a 40-16 overall re-
cord. Riley picked up her 600th career coaching victory on March 22
with a 3-0 home victory against Winthrop. Baltzell was named the
Big South Player of the Year and was named to the NFCA All-South-
east Region Team. The squad had two 15-game winners, including
McCarthy (20) and Libby Morris (17). Longwood entered the Big
South Tournament as the No. 2 seed after posting a 17-6 mark in
conference play during the regular season.

Riley guided the Lancers to a program-best 41-20 record in 2013,
garnering her 500th coaching victory at Longwood with a 4-2 de-
cision against Gardner-Webb on May 10, 2013. The team won its
first-ever Big South Conference Championship and made its first
